Parent & Athlete Code of Ethics

The following is general information about Club Volleyball. All parents, athletes, spectators will be required to follow these rules, codes, and guidelines established by this club:  Evergreen Juniors Volleyball Club.

CLUB PRIORITY:

Our philosophy is that family comes first, then school and then club activities. You will never be penalized for missing practices/tournaments because of family obligations or homework.  Athletes can bring their homework to practice and get as much done as possible during breaks.

FEES:

Fees for the current season are $1100.  A down payment of $300 (non-refundable) needs to be made at parent meeting.  This pays for start up fees like registration, jerseys, gym time and tournaments your child plays in. Payments are to be mailed with the coupons provided. If other arrangements need to be made, please talk to Donna Losey 360-239-4546 or Carin Lawrence 360-870-4952.

PLAYING POSITIONS AND PLAYING TIME: 

Playing positions and playing times will vary from team to team. Athletes need to be willing to play the position that the coach determines best for the team. Parents must NEVER question the coach about this during a game or practice, but ask if there is a good time to talk about it at another time.

PRACTICE:

Practice times are generally 2 times a week. If the athlete is unable to attend, a phone call or email is appreciated at least 24 hour prior. This is a courtesy to your coach. If your team is the first team of the evening to play, you are expected to get out equipment and help set up nets. If you are the last team to practice, you are expected to help take down nets and equipment. Please arrive at least 15 minutes early to do stretching exercises so you are ready when your coach calls you to practice.
EQUIPMENT/UNIFORMS:

Each player must wear proper kneepads and shoes. Uniforms will be worn for tournaments. Spandex is allowed ONLY if the inseam is 4 inches. This is a club requirement. Shirts will be tucked in for all tournaments. Shorts are to be black only.

SAFETY:

At tournaments, athletes must be in groups of at least two players at a time. Athletes must travel in groups of at least 2 or more when walking to restrooms, team areas, or eating areas. 

TOURNAMENTS:

Tournament days are long! Many times you have to leave early in the morning and if your team is playing well, stay late into the afternoon! Most places don’t have enough seating and a folding sport chair is a good idea. At times, there is wait time between matches. Snacks, water, and something to do (magazines, newspaper, homework, etc) are a good idea to occupy your time. Some teams develop a group food list to ensure that all athletes have varying choices/snacks to choose from. For athletes, a blanket and pillow are helpful for a rest break.
Depending on your assignment for the “tournament play” in the afternoon, you may go to a nearby school or stay where you are. Your family must pay close attention to the coach/staff for the reffing assignments and what facility you play at after the morning “pool play”. Athletes are ALWAYS to stay at the designated
place for your team to await instructions from your coach for assignments to ref or play. As a courtesy- please ask to be excused from the tournament by your coach. This makes it fair, as you usually have to ref the game immediately following your loss. Please make sure all reffing assignments are filled before you leave.

Teams are responsible to clean up their team areas, team bench areas or any area occupied by your club BEFORE you leave the facility. Many gyms do not allow any food or drink and the offending club will be penalized points for disregarding this rule.

SPORTSMANSHIP

Our goal is to provide a positive, healthy environment for girls to play volleyball. We NEVER  allow yelling at the athletes, coaches or shouting out rude comments. Our coaches invest a lot of their time and need to have both your respect and your daughter’s. If you have a conflict – please talk to the coach about a good time to discuss it.

Please remember that amateurs and volunteers sometimes run tournaments. Please give them your respect by maintaining good positive sportsmanship.

USAV rules DO NOT permit anyone except Registered coaching staff and team captains to converse with the officiating staff.  Spectators, parents, etc are NEVER to talk to linespeople, refs, scorekeeping individuals or anyone associated with officiating the game.

IF YOU VIOLATE ANY OF THESE CONDITIONS, YOU WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE.  ATTENDING FUTURE TOURNAMENT WILL DEPEND ON YOUR BEHAVIOR. Tournament directors are required to turn in a report to the Puget Sound Region Office about any and all offending parents, players, and/or spectators.

OTHER:

During tournament play, accompanying children must be supervised at all times. USAV rules do not permit ANYONE other than registered athletes/coaches/parent reps to be on any court at any time. This is also true for scorekeeping tables, team benches and/or line duty areas. No IPODS or cell phones at team benches or officiating areas. 

Please bring all questions and concerns to your coach at an appropriate time. Please take care of conflict in a timely manner so it does not affect your daughter’s team relationship. 

Please remember that Evergreen Juniors Volleyball Club encourages families and we want to have fun.  We want our athletes to learn more about volleyball.   A good positive attitude goes a long way towards being a better player.  Encourage the little successes that each athlete attains during the season.  Please be thankful for all our coaches/support people for the time they dedicate to your child.

USAV rules do not permit the following:

Pets in any buildings – you will be asked to leave


No smoking


No BBQ’S, crockpots or anything plugged into electrical circuits.


No blocking any exits, fire exits, etc.


No outdoor canopies of any nature.
